New York City Comptroller John
Liu’s office conducted an audit of the
Kings County Public Administrator
(KCPA) and found that the KCPA
mishandled many of the estates
under its supervision, as well as
uncovering the theft of more than
$2.6 million from those estates.

The KCPA, which is given most
of its powers through Article 11 of
the New York State Surrogate’s
Court Procedures Act, is responsible
for administering the estates of indi-
viduals in Brooklyn who die intes-
tate, or without a will. The KCPA
also handles estates when there is no
individual qualified or willing to
administer the estate.

As the administrator of an estate,
the KCPA is generally responsible
for locating the deceased’s assets and
distributing them to the appropriate
heirs, as well as liquidating any
remaining assets to pay the
deceased’s outstanding debts and

taxes.  In sum, the KCPA’s goal is to
protect the deceased’s property from
going to waste and to ensure that
inheritances and debts are satisfied.

Liu’s office says these tasks were
poorly and inefficiently executed.

“KCPA failed to properly carry
out its fiduciary responsibilities
because it did not act in the best
interests of estates,” the June 28
audit report stated.  In particular, the
audit says that the KCPA “did not
properly document expenses paid
from decedents’ estates … approved
excessive [legal] counsel fees,” and
did not maintain “reliable and effi-
cient” systems for estate tracking
and accounting.

KCPA Bruce Stein adamantly
defended his office.  Responding to
the charge of excessive legal fees,
Stein replied that the fee structure for
counsel fees had been in place since
2008 and was used by other counties
throughout New York. In fact, Stein
asserted, the Office of Court
Administration (OCA) had adjusted
the counsel fee structure in recently
released new guidelines.  

Liu found that assertion unsatis-
factory, noting that the KCPA, not

the OCA, is “responsible for sub-
stantively reviewing and approving
estate expenses — including legal
counsel fees. Accordingly, KCPA
should have ensured that such
expenses were authorized and appro-
priate.”

Stein refused to comment on the
indictment of a KCPA bookkeeper
for allegedly stealing more than $2.6
million from decedents’ estates
between August 2008 and
November 2011, except to say that
the discovery of the theft was due to
Stein’s noticing a suspicious check,
and that it was Stein’s office that
reported the issue to the Department
of Investigation.  

Liu countered that Stein “may
have prevented rather than detected
the reported misappropriation of
funds” had he instituted internal con-
trols.

Liu’s office submitted 18 recom-
mendations to the KCPA, a signifi-
cant number of which the KCPA
declined to comment on.

Residents who live far from
Downtown Brooklyn, and who don’t
want to take a long ride on a train or a
bus, to seek help from the District
Attorney’s Office can now get assis-
tance in their own neighborhoods,
thanks to dozens of community serv-
ice centers that Kings County District
Attorney Charles J. Hynes has set up
all over the borough over the last 10
years.

The DA’s satellite offices are
manned by trained staff members
who deal with constituents, who
complain about everything from
suspected drug deals on their
block to suspicions that they are
being financially ripped off by rel-
atives. The staff members docu-
ment the information and hand it
over to the DA’s investigators.

“We get a lot of seniors who are
victims of financial fraud, or who are
being exploited,” Executive Assistant
District Attorney Virginia C. Modest
told the Brooklyn Daily Eagle. The
offices handle a wide variety of cases,
Modest said. 

“People come and talk to us about
gang activity, drug activity, identity
theft, scams. We get landlord-tenant
disputes, immigrants who are being
exploited because of their status, and
neighbors complaining about exces-
sive noise,” she said.

The goal is to give Brooklyn
residents a chance to discuss trou-
bling issues in comfort and priva-

cy within their own communities,
Modest said.

Over the past decade, Hynes has
opened 33 of these neighborhood
walk-in centers as a way of bringing
the justice system closer to the public.
On July 8, the newest space opened in
Dyker Heights, in the offices of the
Neighborhood Improvement Asso-
ciation’s (NIA) Community Services
Network at 6614 11th Ave. NIA, a
not-for-profit organization that pro-
vides educational, recreational and
social service programs, invited
Hynes to set up an office in their
building, Modest said.

The DA’s Dyker Heights office
will be open one day a week,
Monday, from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The
phones haven’t been hooked up yet,
but anyone seeking information can

call the District Attorney’s Office’s
information hotline at (718) 250-
2555. The 11th Avenue location will
be staffed by Site Manager Fay Lee
and a counselor, Marc Ogoff.

On Monday, Modest, Lee and
Ogoff were joined by NIA leaders
and community members as they
officially opened the new walk-in
center. Modest represented the DA at
the press conference.

NIA leaders said they were
pleased to offer the space to the dis-
trict attorney’s staff. “We couldn’t be
happier to be adding this service,”
MaryAnn Cino, CEO of NIA, said.
Cino, who called the walk-in center
concept “an innovative program,”
said the DA’s program and the NIA’s
mission are similar. 

“This is a wonderful complement

to the services we already provide.
We look forward to a fruitful collabo-
ration,” she said.

City Councilman Vincent Gentile
(D-Bay Ridge-Dyker Heights-
Bensonhurst) praised the neighbor-
hood walk-in center concept. Gentile,
a former assistant district attorney in
Queens, said he spent a lot of time
during his 11 years there going from
location to location to meet with
crime victims. Hynes’s program
“makes it easier for people to have
direct contact with the DA’s office,”
he said.

Fran Vella-Marrone, president of
the Dyker Heights Civic Association,
said the walk-in center is a great idea.
“The DA has been ahead of the curve
in a number of ways. To bring it here
to Dyker Heights is great,” she said.

DA’s Office Opens Satellite In Dyker Heights

New York State Attorney General Eric T.

Schneiderman on Monday announced the convic-
tion and sentencing of Erasmo Ponce, the owner
of Tortilleria Chinantla Inc., a corn tortilla factory
in Brooklyn. 

Ponce pleaded guilty to a misdemeanor charge
in June and was ordered to pay nearly $450,000 in
restitution, including the amount needed to cover
a death benefit paid by the state Worker’s
Compensation Board to the daughter of a worker
who was killed at the factory in 2011. He was sen-
tenced to 90 days in jail by Brooklyn Criminal
Court Judge Alexander Jeong.

“All of our labor laws – minimum wage laws,
the workers’ compensation law, safety and health
laws – exist to protect vulnerable workers and
ensure a basic safety net of protection,”
Schneiderman said. 

In addition to the jail term, Ponce has paid
$447,943.11 in restitution. Of that, $300,000 goes
to the Workers Compensation Board to reimburse
the cost of a benefit payment made to worker Juan
Baten’s young daughter. Another $138,000 will go
to the New York State Department of Labor to
cover overtime wages owed Ponce’s 28 employ-
ees for the six-year period from 2006 to 2011
when they were not paid the legally required over-
time wages. The remaining $9,943.11 will go to
formerly unpaid unemployment insurance taxes.

Several government agencies opened investi-
gations into conditions at the factory at 975 Grand
St. in January 2011, when Baten, who was 22
years old, was killed in an accident. The New York
State Workers Compensation Board found that the
factory owner had not purchased legally mandat-
ed Workers Compensation Insurance, and addi-
tional investigation revealed that the employer
failed to pay employees overtime wages.

Ponce was arrested by the Attorney General’s
Office on March 27, 2012. He and his company
were charged with Failure to Secure the Payment
of Compensation for More than Five Employees,
Falsifying Business Records; Offering a False
Instrument for Filing and Willful Failure to Pay
Contributions to Unemployment Insurance.

She performed at the Music Hall

term.

Hill reported to federal prison in
Danbury, said Ed Ross, a spokesman
for the federal Bureau of Prisons.
Inmates at the minimum security
prison live in open dormitory-style
living quarters and are expected to

work jobs such as maintenance, food
service or landscaping.

Hill, who started singing with
the Fugees as a teenager in the
1990s before releasing her multi-
platinum 1998 album “The
Miseducation of Lauryn Hill,”
pleaded guilty last year in New
Jersey to failing to pay taxes on
more than $1.8 million earned

from 2005 to 2007. Her sentencing
also took into account unpaid state
and federal taxes in 2008 and 2009
that brought the total earnings to
about $2.3 million.

Her attorney had sought proba-
tion, arguing that Hill's charitable
works, her family circumstances and
the fact she paid back the taxes she
owed should merit consideration.
