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Anna Nicole Opera Premieres at Brooklyn Academy of Music

The United States premiere of 
the opera “Anna Nicole” is a joint 
venture of the Brooklyn Academy 
of Music (BAM’S) “New Wave” and 
the New York City Opera. The perfor-
mance took place at the Howard Gil-
man Opera House on Tuesday, Sept. 
17, and will run for seven perfor-
mances through Saturday, Sept. 28.

The striking pink curtain with a 
logo consisting of Anna Nicole and 
two musclemen looked like a “bi-
zarro” version of the curtain at Lon-
don’s Royal Opera. To sum up the 
plot, according to the notes, “Anna 
Nicole,” the opera, tells the story of 
Anna Nicole Smith, a small-town 
Texas waitress (and later exotic danc-
er) in pursuit of the American dream. 
Ms. Smith wed an octogenarian bil-
lionaire and became a playboy mod-
el and tabloid celebrity, living a life 
of excess and substance abuse under 
the constant glare of the media un-
til her death at the age of 39 in 2007.

Sarah Joy Miller was perfect as 
Anna Nicole. Her radiant and spar-
kling soprano was more than up to 
the demands of this arduous role. 
Her strong willed steely and ambi-
tious nature rivaled Lady Macbeth in 
its gritty intensity masked by tabloid 
frivolity. Her singing of “My Time For 
Dreams” was up there with Mama 
Rose in “Gypsy.” Ms. Miller strutted 
on the stage with top heavy panache 
and the predicted back pain from 
her breast enhancement, making 
her a tragic-comic figure, both ruth-
less and vulnerable. Ms. Miller was 
unforgettable in this great role.

Robert Brubaker was J. Howard 
Marshall II, Anna Nicole’s second hus-
band. His soaring tenor and trembling 
countenance made him a comical fig-
ure but never one to ridicule. His de-
scending earthbound on a golden 
throne was quite a sight, but he cer-
tainly was a “godsend” for Anna Ni-
cole. His philosophy of living each 
moment for the pleasure she gave him 
was fodder for her claim for half his 
wealth. His death in a gold lame out-
fit at a wild disco party had its inevita-
bility, but one was sorry to see him go.

Anna Nicole’s mother Virgie was 
indelibly played by Susan Bickley, 
whose powerful dark mezzo soprano 
coupled with poignant despair shook 
the rafters and touched the heart.

Ben Davis was a strong link in 
this chain of events as Billy, Anna’s 
first husband, whose downhill slide 
“out of love” was inevitable. His flex-
ible resonant baritone and strong 
acting were skillfully utilized.

Rod Gilfry as Stern, Anna Ni-
cole’s lawyer, confidant and lover, 
used his beguiling stage presence, 
good looks and vibrant baritone to 
give a vivid portrayal.

Richard Troxell as Doctor “Yes” 
sang in a strong tenor as the “feel-
good” plastic surgeon and breast en-
hancer.

John Easterlin, tenor, was a plus 
as Larry King. He strongly suggested 
the character of the talk show host 
without being cartoonish.

The young Daniel was played by 
Griffin Reese. Finn Robbins and the 
teenage Daniel was Nicholas Bar-
asch. All were marvelous.

All of the cast members in small-
er parts were excellent. Many dou-
bled as the suing Marshall family. 
They included Michael Hance as the 
mayor of Mexia, Joshua Jeremiah as 
the deputy mayor, James Barbour as 
Daddy Hogan (Anna Nicole’s father), 
Mary Testa as Aunt Kay and Eliza-
beth Pojanowsi as cousin Shelley. 

The colorful “lap dancers” were 
Bridget Hogan, Marti Newland, Ba-
sia Revi and Megan Scheibal. It 
seemed like a remake of Broadway’s 
“Kinky Boots” or pole dancers like 
the Bada-Bing Club from The Sopra-
nos. To add more musical mayhem 

were the Meat Rack Quartet, the 
jazz trio, bodybuilders, hairdress-
ers and news reporters, all flood-
ing the stage with action and color. 
Paparazzi with camera heads and 

black ballet tights roamed the stage 
and aisles of the auditorium.

When Anna Nicole’s son Dan-
iel dies of a drug overdose, Anna also 
passes on shortly after giving birth to 

her daughter by placing herself in a 
body bag. The stage floor is all newspa-
pers and cameras and it all ends with 
a flash of light. Her last words were “I 
would like to blow you all a kiss.”

This work, commissioned by 
the Royal Opera, had its premiere in 
London in February 2011. The com-
poser Mark Anthony Turnage has 
given us a work of skill and grit. I 
asked two ladies on the train home 
who were at the performance what 
they thought. One of them said, 
“The evening was truly spectacular, 
but the music lacked melody and 
heart. It was more like film music. 
Whatever happened to melody?”

The libretto by the brilliant-
ly talented Richard Thomas was at 
times witty and vulgar, and the cho-
rus sang with Falstaffian (Verdi) brio 
and many bawdy lyrics were clever-
ly used with Gilbert and Sullivan 
like patter. Anna Nicole emerged as 
a tragic figure at the end, used and 
exploited -- but what a sad journey!

The brilliant pink hued set de-
sign was by Miriam Buether, the 
colorful costumes by Nicky Gilli-
brand were eye-catching, the peer-
less lighting design was by Mimi 

Jordan Sherin and D.M. Wood, the 
stunning choreography was by 
Aletta Collins, and kudos to chorus 
master Bruce Stasnya. The produc-
tion was sung in English with ex-
cellent supertitles (Richard Thomas) 
and magically directed by Richard 
Jones.

The New York City Opera Orches-
tra of 60 superb musicians was con-
ducted with skill and grace by Ste-
ven Sloane. This Charles Ivesian score 
was under his masterful control!

The glittering audience (I caught 
a glimpse of actor Patrick Stewart), 
with so many younger adults, re-
sponded with an enthusiastic ova-
tion. Another great night at the op-
era! Brooklyn Academy of Music 
reopened with Caruso in Faust 1908 
and continues with Anna Nicole in 
2013. Faust seeking youth and Anna 
Nicole the “American dream” in 
vain! May the New York City Opera 
and BAM flourish for many decades 
to come!Robert Brubaker and Sarah Joy Miller.

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Impact of Gov’t Budget Cuts
Felt in Brooklyn Federal Court

The projected tidal wave that federal budget
cuts will have on Brooklyn courts has become
reality.

Citing the impact of federal budget cuts, a fed-
eral judge has rejected prosecutors’ request to
sequester a jury in a murder and racketeering trial
in Brooklyn.

Judge Sterling Johnson Jr. said he would keep
the jurors’ names secret but wouldn’t take extra
measures because the court had to “be mindful of
today’s economic climate.”

According to The New York Times, the judge
wrote in a 10-page decision that federal sequestra-
tion “has forced cuts to the marrow.”

His ruling came in the case of a Brooklyn man
accused of leading a street gang that ran a drug
operation for 12 years from four buildings they
controlled in the Crown Heights section.

Earlier this year, in response to the looming
debt crisis, Congress passed a sequester bill — an
array of budget cuts to the military and domestic
discretionary spending. 

Intended to be a negotiation tool to force
Congressional Republicans and Democrats to
reach a deal that curbs government spending while
simultaneously increasing tax revenue, the federal
sequester has now become a bludgeoning device
preventing either side from giving any ground. 

The negotiations have not succeeded and the
sequester went into effect, leaving hundreds of
legal service agencies grappling with the idea of

decreased funding, and in some cases an elimina-
tion of funds and programs.

“Much of the legal services community, partic-
ularly Legal Services NYC that gets at least one-
third of its money from the federal government,
will be affected by the sequester,” said Marty
Needelman, executive director and chief counsel
of Brooklyn Legal Services Corporation A, inter-
viewed by the Eagle in February.  

Having separated itself from the citywide legal
services system, Brooklyn A does not receive
direct federal funding. “Brooklyn A will not lose
direct funding, but we will feel secondary waves,”
Needelman noted.  

“Sequestration will effect a significant amount
of money that comes into the State,” explained
Needleman. “If the state loses funding, then the
state will have to cut back on the funding they pro-
vide to legal services such as Brooklyn A.”

Steve Banks, chief attorney to the Legal Aid
Society echoed Needelman’s sentiments. Similar
to Brooklyn A, the Legal Aid Society does not
receive any direct federal funding. Despite its non-
dependence on federal funds, the Legal Aid
Society, as Brooklyn A, will feel a ripple effect.
There will be a trickle-down effect, Banks said.  

“The city and the state receive federal block
grant money, a portion of which the state and city
provide us for our services to low-income com-
munities. And any reduction in this funding that
result in state and city cuts will make the current
grim situation even direr,“ Banks continued.

“Brooklyn residents will experience problems
ranging from lack of access to certain benefits and
further limitations to the access of legal services,”
he said. 

However, at the time the federal sequestration
went into effect, it did not appear that the looming
sequester will have a sudden impact on Brooklyn’s
courts. Barry Kamins, administrative judge for
Criminal Matters for the Second Judicial District,
said at the time that “my understanding is that [the
sequester] will not have any immediate impact on
court operations.”

Sudden, immediate, or delayed, it is clear that
the political wrangling in Washington will have an
effect on the legal services provided to and the
lives of Brooklyn residents.

Mexican Gang Member
Sentenced in Brooklyn

On Friday, Angel Cortez-Granados, a mem-
ber of the Granados sex trafficking organiza-
tion, was sentenced in federal court in Brooklyn
to 15 years, to be followed by five years of
supervised release, for the sex trafficking of two
victims. 

In addition, the defendant was ordered to
pay $145,815 in restitution to the victims. 

On Sept. 20, 2011, Homeland Security
Investigations arrested Cortez-Granados as part
of an ongoing investigation into the ring. The
investigation has resulted in the successful
prosecution of five Granados family members
including Cortez-Granados’s cousins, Eleuterio
Granados-Hernandez and Samuel Granados-
Hernandez. 

The sentence was announced by Loretta E.
Lynch, United States attorney for the Eastern
District of New York, and James T. Hayes, Jr.,
special agent-in-charge, U.S. Immigration and
Customs Enforcement, Homeland Security
Investigations. 

The sentence was imposed by United States
District Judge Sandra L. Townes.

The race for Brooklyn district attorney may
not be over.

Kenneth Thompson won the Democratic pri-
mary over incumbent Charles “Joe” Hynes — the
first time a sitting district attorney lost in New
York in a century. But Hynes has the support of
the GOP and Conservative Party lines and is
being urged to campaign ahead of the Nov. 5 gen-
eral election. He has told Thompson he won’t,
but his name will appear on the ballot regardless.

Thompson, 48, is an attorney best known for
his steadfast representation of the maid at the
center of the sex scandal involving former
International Monetary Fund head Dominique
Strauss-Kahn. Hynes previously told Thompson
that he would ensure a smooth transition. In an
interview Thursday, Thompson said he hoped
that would remain true.

“He not only said that to me, he said it to the
people of Brooklyn,” Thompson said. “I expect
Joe Hynes to keep his word to the people of
Brooklyn and not run as a Republican.”

Thompson, 48, is a former federal prosecutor
who tried the brutal police attack on Abner
Louima in 1999. Now in private practice, he most
famously represented Nafissatou Diallo, the maid
who accused former Strauss-Kahn of sexually
assaulting her in a Manhattan hotel room in May
2011. The case fell apart amid questions over her
credibility but led to Strauss-Kahn’s public undo-
ing and subsequent investigations in France.

Thompson said his time on both sides pre-
pared him well for this job.

“I have insight,” he said. “I have insight from
my time as a federal prosecutor in Brooklyn in
terms of dealing with victims. Now, as an attor-
ney in private practice, I have defended people. I
have a deeper appreciation for the importance of
the criminal justice system.”

He has major plans for the office, one of the
nation’s largest with more than 1,500 new cases a
week. It handles more than 80,000 cases per year.
He hopes to tackle gun violence, create a cyber-
crime unit to combat rising identity theft, and
retrain lawyers on evidence rules, after a series of
wrongful convictions were exposed in part

because prosecutors didn’t turn over details.
“I hope to change the culture of the office,” he

said. “I want the assistant district attorneys who
work for me to know that the fundamental duty
of the prosecutor is to do justice and not just to
convict someone.”

Hynes has been the district attorney for more
than 20 years and his tough-on-crime stance has
garnered diverse support — and critics. He has
gone further than most prosecutors with commu-
nity outreach, creating programs that offer alter-
natives to incarceration, a gun buyback program
replicated citywide and a family justice center
where victims of abuse can seek refuge and get
help in several languages.

But he came under fire for his handling of
criminal cases in the Orthodox Jewish community
— some said he was too cozy with powerful rab-
bis — and wrongful convictions, and the negative
press swelled around the time of the primary.

But Thompson’s win in the general election
isn’t entirely assured. The 78-year-old Hynes has
seen a groundswell of support through emails,
text messages and phone calls from people voic-

ing concerns about Thompson.
Still, a win as a Republican would be a chal-

lenge for Hynes. Of the more than 1.3 million
registered voters in Brooklyn, about 984,800 are
Democrats, 123,700 are Republicans and 4,900
are Conservatives, according to the city’s board
of elections. In the primary, only about 20 percent
of Democrats voted, and Thompson won by
about 18,000 votes.

Political leaders say Hynes can get GOP and
conservative votes as well as the Democrats who
didn’t vote.

State Sen. Marty Golden, a leading Brooklyn
Republican Party member, reached out to
Hynes’s campaign, and Conservative Party
Chairman Mike Long said despite their political
differences, Hynes has done a great job.

NY Methodist Settles 
Prescription Drug Suit

The federal government alleged that
between May 2008 and July 2010,
Methodist medical residents issued pre-
scriptions for Adderall without any legiti-
mate purpose. 

Under the settlement agreement, NY
Methodist has agreed to implement meas-
ures designed to prevent the issuance of
NY Methodist prescriptions in violation of
the Controlled Substances Act and paid a
civil penalty in the amount of $70,000. 

“This settlement serves as a wake-up
call to hospitals, especially hospitals that
employ medical residents,” said United
States Attorney for the Eastern District
Loretta Lynch.
